U n crujido aquí, una sombra extraña allá, sentir cierta turbación… No hay que sacar 
conclusiones precipitadas, pero, ¿son estas misteriosas circunstancias indicadores de 
que tenemos compañía en casa? Para salir de dudas, es necesario afinar al máximo la 

intuición y fijarse en determinadas señales –algunas bastante sutiles– que pueden sugerir que un 
espacio está bajo el influjo de un encantamiento. 
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¿CREEMOS EN LOS 
FANTASMAS? 

En las culturas orientales, venerar a los difuntos y sentir una pro-
funda conexión con sus espíritus es algo completamente acepta-
do desde hace siglos. De hecho, en Asia, es común encomendarse 

a ellos para pedirles ayuda en caso de enfermedad, protección cuando se viaja o 
incluso buena suerte a la hora de comprar lotería. 

En Occidente, donde la relación con estos temas ha sido más inestable, se está 
dando un renacimiento de las creencias paranormales durante las últimas décadas. 
Encuestas recientes demuestran que casi la mitad de los adultos en Estados Unidos, 
Canadá y Reino Unido sostiene que los fantasmas existen y, un tercio de ellos, declara 
haber tenido una experiencia paranormal en algún momento de su vida. En España, son 
los jóvenes menores de 30 años quienes lideran esta tendencia y, en Suecia, una de cada 
cinco personas está convencida de que hay vida espectral después de la muerte. 

Porque no solo los expertos en el campo del ocultismo están abiertos a la idea de los 
fantasmas. Las mismas personas que niegan racionalmente la posibilidad de vam-
piros y zombis admiten, con total franqueza, creer en que sus seres queridos aún 
los acompañan una vez fallecidos, como una especie de amparo que los vigila o 
los guía. Y aunque a priori pueda producir miedo pensar que los espíritus son 
reales, son, al mismo tiempo, una evidencia de que el alma sobrevive más allá 
del cuerpo físico y que, por lo tanto, la muerte no es el fin de la existencia.

Explorar el lado oscuro de la naturaleza es una curiosidad bastante 
común que, para muchos, supone una experiencia catártica e incluso es-
timulante y satisfactoria. Acercarse a lo extraño o misterioso, cuando no conlleva una 
amenaza, permite liberar temores reprimidos y buenas dosis de adrenalina. El co-
razón late más rápido, la respiración se intensifica y el cerebro secreta las mismas 
sustancias químicas que en estados emocionales positivos, como la felicidad.
